Horsemen’s Council Meeting, Oct. 2, 2007

The meeting began at 7 p.m. at Rosauer’s Restaurant. Present were Mike Hartkorn, Lana Hamilton, Mary Baughn, Sharon Barrett, Sue Mathewson, Christine Foster, Drue Kerns.

In the absence of president  Marge Clark and the delayed arrival of vice president Drue Kerns, Sharon Barrett, council secretary, conducted the meeting.

Minutes for the August and September meetings were read and approved.

Lana Hamilton, treasurer, reported that the park’s total assets as of Oct. 1, were $11,253.52.

She said that no money had yet been received from the Missoula Dressage and Combined Training Association for its August dressage show.  She expected to hear soon from Marge Harper, of the Missoula Dressage and CTA, about proceeds from the show.

 Sue Mathewson said she would provide information and pictures for the What’s New at the Park section of the Web site on the gazebo for the dressage arena and new signs that are to be posted stating the park’s basic rules.

Sue Mathewson said she would check into the park’s insurance for the Blue Mountain Women’s Run scheduled for Oct. 6.

Christine Foster reported that the Powder House Pony Club membership was uncertain whether it would be able to run the annual May hunter/jumper show, informally known as Susie’s show because of the longtime management of the show by Susan Mayer. She said the Pony Club was to meet Oct. 27th and decide.

Christine also asked that the park calendar Web site show that the Powder House Pony Club would be using the park’s cross country course on Oct. 14th for a Terri Roccovich clinic in eventing.

Drue Kerns reported that the plan to oil cross country jumps may have to be postponed till next spring because the oil that was to be used for the project had been accidentally spilled and would not likely be able to be replaced until next year.

Sue Mathewson said that George Lake, who lives on Seventh Street, is planning to subdivide his property and that instead of dedicating park land in the subdivision would like to take the option of dedicating money, but not to the city; rather to the Equestrian Park. She said the donation could be between $5,000 and $8,000, but thought the city might balk at letting the Equestrian Park have the money. She said she would contact Bill Rossbach, an attorney and also the father of one of Drue Kern’s equestrian students, about the possibility of dealing with the city on this issue.
 Sue also asked about getting community service kids to sew grass seed in the park; she was going to check with Marge Clark about getting it done.

The meeting adjourned at 8 p.m.
