Missoula Horsemen’s Council Minutes October 2008
Missoula Horsemen’s Council met Tuesday, Oct. 7,  2008 at Rosauer’s Restaurant at 7 p.m. Present were Marjorie Harper, Marge Clark, Drue Kerns, Mike Hartkorn, Barbara Howell, and Christine Foster.

Minutes from September meeting were read and approved.

It was reported that two payments remain on the new tractor, $3,500 each.. The park would receive a grant from the county for $4,000 when the tractor is paid off.
Marge Clark moved that the tractor be paid off; Drue Kerns seconded. Motion passed.
Marge said she would clarify grant status and report to the council.

Marge Clark reported on the Kennel Club’s recent use of the park for a competition.

The club donated $125 to the park for its use. There was a discussion of the fact that there are no fees established for use of the park for other than equestrian activities. Marge Clark suggested something along the lines of a participant fee and a vehicle fee. 

Drue reported on plans for the Oct. 11th mini-event. Drue said she would not refund entry fees. Discussion ensued about return policy and council agreed to no-refund policy.

Drue will add a statement on the Mini Event Forms regarding no refunds unless vet sends verification.

A request from riders who wanted to participate in the mini-event using western tack was denied both for safety reasons and for equipment required for certain disciplines. 
Drue requested a membership list. It was noted that the council needs a computer-savvy person to handle membership. 

Drue also requested that manure not be spread on the cross country course.

It was reported that Rocky Mountain Rider magazine gave the park $500 for a half page ad for mini-event.

Council approved purchase of 20 gallons of sealant for the cross country jumps.
Marj Harper said that park bylaws say officers’ terms should  be no longer than two consecutive years and that Marge Clark and Drue Kerns have served three years.  To continue another year might jeopardize council’s status. Marj Harper said she would consider the presidency for one year and maybe two. She said that Jennie Schuler is interested in becoming vice president.

It was suggested that Nancy Hinman might handle membership.

Council members discussed people who might participate on the council.

Council members agreed on what a fine job as maintenance person Lindi Vishoot is doing.

Meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
