Horsemen’s Council Minutes for Meeting, Tuesday, Feb. 6.
Meeting, at Rosauers restaurant, was called to order at 7 p.m. by President Marge Clark

Present were Marge Clark, Sharon Barrett, Drue Kerns, Dave Fish, Laura Bakker, Mary Baughn, Sue Mathewson , Christine Foster, Marge Harper, Mike Hartkorn, Bob Chapeski and Stephanie Kappes.

Minutes from January meeting were approved with one correction (Drue Kerns, not Drue Linton).
Marge Clark said she would change the lock on the Equestrian Park gate on April 1 – the traditional date for change and also the date to give people time to renew their memberships.  

May 5th is the date for a vaccination and brand inspection clinic at the park, sponsored by Backcountry Horsemen. 

Council discussed staffing a booth  for the First Annual Bitterroot  Horse Expo at the Sapphire Arena and Event Center. The expo will run for three days – March 30,31, and April 1.  A booth, which would cost $50 for the three days, could be used to promote the park and provide information about memberships and events.  Drue Kerns said she would look into getting a banner for the booth and signs to post.  Volunteers will be needed to staff the booth.
Sue Mathewson reported that she had submitted a grant application to the county park board and weed control board for weed control at the park. 

Sharon Barrett agreed to contact TenSpoon winery about hosting a fund-raiser for the park.

Drue Kerns agreed to handle stadium jumping and Stephanie Kappes cross country for the mini-events.  Someone to handle dressage is still needed.  There was also concern about the April 21st date for the first mini-event since a number of potential riders and show volunteers may be in Las Vegas for the  FEI World Cup. 

Bob Chapeski agreed to check with Rocky Mountain Wildlife Control about dealing with gophers at the park.

Marge Clark said she was concerned by the high price of the park’s tax consultants and would look into finding alternatives.

How and  where to post rules at the park was discussed, but no action was taken.
 Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
