Horsemen’s Council Minutes for Meeting, Tuesday, March 6, 2007

The meeting, at Rosauers restaurant, was called to order at 7 p.m. by President Marge Clark. Minutes from the previous meeting were read and approved.
In addition to Marge Clark, those present were Dave Fish, Mary Baughn, Lana Hamilton, Patty Clark, Paula Martin,  Sharon Barrett, Mike Hartkorn, Christine Foster and Drue Kerns.

Drue Kerns reported that Kristin Fussell has agreed to handle the dressage part of the Flying Color mini-events.

Lana Hamilton, treasurer, and Marge Clark reported that the Council’s net income January through March 6, 07, was $4,924.39.  Marge also reported that a newsletter, describing activities and issues of 2006, had been sent out along with membership applications.  She added that A& A Lawn, which did a good job during 2006 showing season, would be contacted about mowing and maintaining the cross country course and grass around the arenas again for 2007. Sweet Pea also needs to be contacted again about getting a portable toilet set up at the park.

A calendar of those events already scheduled for 2007 was reviewed so that a copy could be sent to the webpage.

Sharon Barrett reported that she had contacted Ten Spoon Vineyard and Winery about hosting a fund-raiser for the park.  Winery owner Andy Sponseller said Ten Spoon would be happy to do so but that a summer date, rather than a time in the spring, would work better for the winery.  She reported also that she had passed the information on to Marj Harper, who is interested in setting up the fund-raiser.
Powder House Pony  Club representative Christine Foster asked  if the Pony Club could use the park’s information booth at the First Annual Bitterroot Horse Expo at the Sapphire Arena and Event Center, March 30, 31 and April 1, to promote the club’s wine raffle tickets and handmade saddle blankets. But Council members concluded that with potential volunteers to staff the booth being away for spring break, it was not feasible to set up the booth at all. 

Paula Martin said she would contact her father, Jim Zeiler, about helping to maintain the park’s exercise track.

Marge Clark reported that Wal-Mart had contributed $250 to the park on behalf of employee Mary Baughn for her volunteer work with the park.

The meeting was adjourned at 8 p.m.
