Minutes 5-2-06

Minutes of the Last Meeting – The Minutes of the last meeting dated 4-4-06 were read and approved.

Treasurer’s Report – The checking and savings account balances were not available.

Current Business

Schedule of Events/Changes/Upcoming Events – 

May 5-7, 2006 - The next event is the big Sky Region Readiness Prep sponsored by the Powder House Pony Club.  Christine Foster discussed deposits and fees to be paid.

May 13, 2006 – MDCTA Hunter Jumper show with Susie Mayer

May 13, 2006 – Missoula 4-H will be using the 4-H arena with Kim Marr.

A motion was made to require all clubs holding events at the Park to provide extra toilets according to spectator attendance and provide extra cleanings as necessary.  Drue 2nd and this was approved.

Endowment/Grants – Marge met with Laura Bakker and Roberta Brady and the committee agreed that the money from the endowment will go into bonds at 6.2%.  All income will go into the Park.

Sue Mathewson is working on three grants.  She also visited with Wal Mart.  She is seeking grants in the amount of $19,000 and is asking that the grant monies be slotted for the purchase of a new tractor and implements.  
Arena Footing/Exercise Track – Positive comments have been made about the arena footing.  Work is still being done on the exercise track.  The center of the arena is still too hard.

Membership – no report

Mini Event – Drue and Katherine are now working on the 2nd Mini Event scheduled on June 24th.  The last Mini Event made a total of $1,241.00 after expenses. Drue discussed with the Council the intensity of the work that it takes to put together the Mini Events. So far she has been volunteering all of her time and dedicating the income to the Park from the events.  She no longer feels that she can do this without some sort of payment.  She asked that the Horse Council consider paying her for her work and give this some thought over the coming month and let her know by the June meeting. Drue was asking for $300 per event to do the work. Also to be discussed is payment for Katherine’s work.

New Business

Trail Dedication – is scheduled for June 1st. There will be a ribbon cutting, press releases and the director of the public park board has been invited.  The event is scheduled for 1:30 pm.

Maintenance – Cody Christianson will do arena work and weed eating for summer.  The grass mowing will be done by A & A Lawn Services.  They will also cut the cross country course and will give the Park a cost estimate.

The next meeting is scheduled for June 6, 2006 at 7:00 pm at Rosauers. The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.
