July 2008 Horsemen’s Council Minutes
The meeting began at 7 p.m. July 1 at Rosauer’s Restaurant. Present were Marge Clark, Lindi Vishoot, Christine Foster, Sharon Barrett, Drue Kerns, Patty Clark and Marjorie Harper.

Minutes from the June meeting were read and approved.

Treasurer Lana Hamilton was out of town so there was no treasurer’s report.

Members discussed preparations for upcoming shows – Treasure State Show, Pony Club Clinic and PHA Hunter/Jumper Show. 
Lindi said she was continuing to “gather information” about sprinkler systems for the park. The ideal would be to have an underground sprinkler for all the arenas – the main arena, 4-H arena and the two dressage arenas. A question about water rights for the park and use of the irrigation ditch was raised, but the concern was not acted upon, given that a sprinkling system is not imminent. Mountain Supply is to provide a calculation and demonstration. Use of a water tank was suggested, but tanks and/or trucks would not solve the need for regular watering of the arenas because there is no one to run them daily.

Lindi said she expected to have more to report at the next meeting.

Meanwhile she was granted her request to buy new sprinkler heads for the main arena.

It was agreed that the gopher community has been dealt a setback, but gophers still pose a serious threat to horses and riders. The Rocky Mountain Wildlife Control has asked for permission to hunt gophers with bow and arrow. Marge Clark said she okayed the request with the understanding that arrows not be left on park grounds.
Lindi said she would try to fill in the major holes near the dressage arena. 

Members approved replacing posts and rails in the old dressage arena. Lindi will get an estimate of cost and also have a person who understands dressage patterns replace the dressage letters.

The hitching post near the old dressage arena needs to be replaced because it could easily be upended by a horse and dragged. 

Plans for August 16th mini-event were discussed. Jennifer Johnson, a judge for the event, will give a clinic the following day. 

Lindi said that people who want to work off fees for the mini-event have to put in 10 hours a person.  Marge agreed to set up workers with paint for painting jumps.

Council approved Lindi’s buying a new, good-quality weed whacker. Lindi was also given a raise to $12 an hour, effective July 1, 2008. 

Members were asked to look into cost of stalls at other places in the Northwest to see about setting a procedure and price for stalling transients.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
