August 5, 2008 Horsemen’s Council Minutes

The council met at Rosauer’s Restaurant at 7 p.m. Present were Marge Clark, Lindi Vishoot,  Marjorie Harper, Drue Kerns, Lana Hamilton and Mike Hartkorn.

July minutes were read and approved.

Lana presented a complete treasurer’s report. Our combined balance for checking and savings is $23,594.94.  Major improvements included $2,383 for posts and rails to replace the fencing at the 4-H Arena and $1,575 for a new judge’s stand at the small dressage arena. Net income from January to August 5 is $3,506.94. We are current on our bills.

Discussion was held on the Dressage Schooling show held June 14 and the correction of the dates of the Dressage Show to be held Aug. 23, 24.  Marj requested a reduction of $100 in fees for the MD/ CTA Dressage show as compensation for the work she paid for on the large dressage arena to get it ready for the schooling show.  A reduction was granted.  Lindi suggested that in the future, managers check with her in advance of their needs to insure the work be done with the park’s specification.

A bid to remove and replace the old dressage arena by Handicraft construction was discussed. Drue called Don John Linton to ask about scheduling the project.  Don John emphasized the need to purchase materials as soon as possible because of the shortage of pressure-treated poles. He would not be able to complete the project before the August dressage show and the August mini-event, but could get it done before the October mini-event.  Marj moved to advance Don John the money to purchase the posts and poles to complete the project. Mike seconded. All approved.
Composting at the park was discussed. Drue requested that all further materials be stockpiled behind the barns until further need, and possibly spread this fall. She also requested that no further composting be done on the cross country course.

Drue brought up the need to put preservatives on the cross country jumps this fall. She will check into the availability of recycled oil.  Lindi said she will check with the box stores and Marge said she would check at the Benjamin Moore store for sealant for the jumps.

Meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
