Horsemen’s Council Meeting, September 4, 2007

 The meeting began at 7 p.m. in Rosauer’s restaurant. Present were Marge Clark, Sharon Barrett, Drue Kerns, Mike Hartkorn, Christine Foster, Kiersten Fussell. 
Minutes from the August meeting were not available. Sue Mathewson took the August minutes for Sharon Barrett who was not able to attend that meeting. Sue was not able to attend the September meeting but was expected to have the August minutes available for the October meeting.

There also was no treasurer’s report as treasurer Lana Hamilton was unable to attend the meeting.

Christine Foster said she would consult with the Powder House Pony Club about taking over the annual spring hunter-jumper show, also known as “Susie’s Show” for Susan Mayer who has run the show for nearly two decades.  Susie has asked that since she travels a lot for business purposes that someone else take over the show.

It was reported that the annual Missoula Dressage and CTA regional dressage show was very successful. There were more riders than expected, especially since several days before the show there was discussion about cancelling it because of the extreme smoke conditions in the Missoula Valley because of the fire season.
Marge Clark reported that Glen Still Smoking, who was expected to work for the dressage show, at the last minute cancelled. Mike Hartkorn filled in for him, as a volunteer.
She also said that youth  in the Community Correctional Program would pick up flags used to warn of gopher holes during the dressage show, and also pull weeds around the dressage arenas. 

Drue Kerns agreed to procure used oil from Big Sky Tractor to be used for oiling cross country jumps, scheduled for  September 29-30.

Kiersten Fussell discussed plans for the October 13th mini-event. She agreed to do the bookkeeping, and to set up the dressage portion of the event. Sharon Barrett would get judges for cross country course; Drue Kerns would handle stadium jumping. Marge Clark would take care of setting up flags for cross country course. Christine Foster will handle office duties; Mike Hartkorn will help with dressage entries.

Marge Clark said she would ask Glen Still Smoking to remove more sand from the new dressage arena.
