Sept 2, 2008 Horsemen’s Council Minutes
The meeting began at 7 p.m. in Rosauer’s Restaurant with Marge Clark, Sharon Barrett and Lindi Vishoot in attendance.

Minutes from August meeting were approved.

Lindi reported that Benjamin Moore was the best option for sealant for the cross country jumps and that she will paint the jumps this fall if the weather is dry enough. Otherwise, sealing and painting will have to be done next spring.

Lindi also reported that she is still looking into watering systems for the arenas. Mountain Supply’s system was not suitable. She will meet with Caras for estimates on another system.

Sharon reported that the web page had been down because of difficulties with the server, and that web master Dick Barrett is trying to resolve the problem. 

Lindi said that Don John Linton was half way through rebuilding the perimeter of the old dressage arena.

Council members discussed whether a fee for using the field areas of the park should be set, such as fees that are in place for use of the arenas. The Five Valleys Kennel Club will be using the fields Sept. 5,6,7 for a dog show and have not been charged a user’s fee.

Lindi said that Nancy Hinman had expressed interest in helping with a membership drive for the park.  And Marge said that Dee Dee Gianchetta was willing to act as treasurer next year when Lana Hamilton steps down from the job.

Marge said that the new dressage arena still needs to have sand removed from it and that work will be done this fall.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
